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Doctoral Programme in Clinical Psychology

Plan for missed teaching (>3 days)
As trainees on the Doctoral Programme in Clinical Psychology you are employed at Band 6 on the Agenda for Change pay scale. You are required to show progress in specific knowledge and skills. The teaching curriculum has been designed to meet HCPC and University standards, giving you a sense of progression with later teaching building on the fundamentals covered in earlier sessions.

You may miss up to two days of teaching per year, with permission and recognition that this is discretionary. In the event of missing more than three days teaching due to sickness or personal circumstances you will be required to design an appropriate ‘catch up’ plan, following a meeting with the Module Coordinator.

Designing an appropriate ‘catch up’ plan, begins by noting the learning objectives from the missed session; these will usually be available from the session handouts posted on Blackboard. These learning outcomes need to be recorded on the ‘Plan for Missed teaching’ sheet. 
The Learning Plan should be as active, useful and creative as it can be because it needs to be designed to address the learning deficit in your skill development caused by missing the session. Because much teaching is workshop based, you may need to be creative in designing your learning plan so that you have the opportunity to learn or practice new skills.  For example, you may need to arrange to do a role play with another trainee, or think about how you could demonstrate your learning on placement. The plan should give a timescale for completing tasks. 
When undertaking your Plan, you will need to detail it on the Missed Session Learning Plan document and, once the plan is complete, note specifically how this plan met the prescribed learning objectives. 
Once you have completed the learning activities please send a copy of your completed Plan to your Module coordinator for signing off.
